Children’s Charity - July
Children’s Offertory Contributions for the month
of July will be donated to Families of the Wounded
Fund. This fund was created in 2005 to help the
families of service members who came to McGuire
Veterans Affairs Medical Center in Richmond with
traumatic brain injuries and spinal-cord injuries
from combat in Iraq and Afghanistan. Former
Army Captain William Haneke, a wounded
Vietnam Veteran, and some colleagues recognized
the need to assist family members who were away
from home tending to their loved ones when they
saw two young mothers with babies arrive from
across the country with no money and barely
enough gas to make the trip. The organization gives
100 percent of all tax-deductible donations to the
families to help with food, lodging, transportation,
child care, diapers and long-distance calling cards
during the many weeks a family is in the Central
Virginia area while a veteran is being treated.
