Adoring Angels Stained Glass Window
We are joyful to share that the Adoring
Angels stained glass window has
received the Bishop's approval and is
officially in production! This beautiful
piece will be placed in the window at the
highest peak of the Divine Mercy Chapel,
overlooking the courtyard. The glass is
currently being cut.
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If you happen to peek through the
windows of the Adoration Chapel, you
may notice paper printouts of several
stained glass designs. These were placed
by Lynchburg Glass to ensure the designs
fit perfectly based on their precise
measurements of each window. They
have kindly left these paper renditions for
our benefit so we can begin to envision
the final beauty of the chapel.

Why This Window First? The Adoring
Angels window is the first in production
because its installation is critical to the
chapel’s layout. Once this window is
securely in place, the altar can be set
back into its proper, permanent position.

Adoring Angels represent the celestial hierarchy—specifically the Seraphim and
Cherubim—who stand in perpetual adoration before the throne of God. Perpetual
Worship: They remind us that the liturgy on earth is a participation in the heavenly
liturgy, where angels unceasingly cry out, "Holy, Holy, Holy." A Guiding Presence:
They serve as models of reverence, teaching us how to approach the Real Presence of
Christ in the Eucharist with awe and devotion. Messengers of Mercy: As pure spirits,
they reflect the divine light and carry our prayers to the Father, acting as a bridge
between the earthly and the divine.

We look forward to the day these angels watch over our prayers in the Divine Mercy
Chapel!

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Dear Folks,

What’s on my mind? Not much. (No, please don't say it
is that way every day! Haha!)

Easter, really. So many folks worked so hard to make
it all come together and we are continually evaluating
and trying to improve the experience.

Be assured that we are always trying to learn and
improve our celebrations of the great mysteries of
Our Lord’s suffering, death, and Resurrection. By
celebrating the Triduum at the Expo Center, we are
prioritizing making sure everyone has a seat and a

And this was even with St. Jude offering an
Easter Mass in Spanish for the first time, where I heard
there were 400 people in attendance!

We had a grace filled Triduum with several thousand
folks coming to participate in the passion, death and
resurrection of our Lord and we welcomed 93 new
Catholics into our St. Mary family! So very much to be
grateful for - Thanks Be to God - our parish family is
alive and growing!
