DIVINE MERCY ADORATION CHAPEL

Saint Joseph the Worker
This Feast Day was established by Pope Pius XII on May 1st in 1955 to foster a
deeper devotion to St. Joseph and to celebrate the dignity of work. Human labor
is celebrated as a participation in the creative work of God, fulfilling the biblical
command to care for the earth. As a carpenter and the foster father of Jesus, St.
Joseph exemplifies the holiness of human labor. Jesus learned carpentry from St.
Joseph and worked side-by-side with him before starting his public ministry. Pope
John Paul II (Laborem Exercens) emphasized the Church's duty to protect the
dignity and rights of workers. Pope Pius XII highlighted St. Joseph as the worker
most profoundly penetrated by the spirit of the Savior. Pope Pius IX declared him
patron of the universal Church in 1870. This "silent saint" models the dignity of work
and continues to watch over the Church today.

Six beautiful statues of Saints, hand-carved
by Patrick Demetz, a woodcarver from Val
Gardenia, Italy, will grace the altar of the
Divine Mercy Chapel, enhancing this sacred
space. The exquisite statue of St. Joseph
the Worker was made possible through the
generosity of our parishioners who chose to
memorialize these pieces in honor of their
loved ones. We extend our deepest gratitude
to the donors for providing these beautiful
pieces of artwork.

In the Diary of St Faustina, St Joseph is a
powerful presence. "St Joseph urged me to
have a constant devotion to him. He himself
told me to recite three prayers [the Our Father,
Hail Mary, and Glory Be] and the Memorare
[to St. Joseph] once every day. He looked at
me with great kindness and gave me to know
how much he is supporting this work [of
mercy]. He has promised me this special help
and protection." Diary 1203
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�ese physical acts of preparation accomplish the
spiritual preparation of your soul.

And all of this so that, when you gaze upon the Host
raised high, you may recognize before you the King of
the Universe.

Sometimes, when people struggle, we might say, “Act
like you believe, and you will see your belief grow.” �is
is because even the desire to believe is already a grace
from God.

�ere is an icon in the sacristy of St. John Vianney
with this quote: “�e eyes of the world see no further
than this life… the eyes of the Christian see deep into
eternity.”

�is week, at daily Mass, we have been reading
through the sixth chapter of John’s Gospel. It is so
important for understanding the sacraments: the eyes
of the -esh can only see so far, but the eyes of the
Spirit see into eternity.

�is is one reason why Catholic worship has a certain
complexity. A bit of physical strain on our earthly
eyes and understanding serves to stretch our spiritual
vision. If there is no e*ort, no yearning, no stretching
in what we see and understand, then there will be little
growth in the soul.

I once de,ned a pilgrimage as a physical journey that
accomplishes a spiritual journey. �is is one reason
why coming to Mass on Sunday matters—rather
than simply praying at home, on the golf course, or
watching online. �e physical acts of preparing your
best clothing, driving through tra+c, ,nding parking,
and even arriving early are all ways of placing your
soul in the most receptive disposition you can muster.
