Capital Campaign Financial Update
Progress & Redemption Plan Status Report
We are pleased to provide a comprehensive
financial update on our multi-year Capital
Campaign. Thanks to the extraordinary generosity
and commitment of our community, our actual
collections continue to outpace original forecasts,
positioning us securely to achieve our long-term
fulfillment goals.

1,199 total pledges)
• Total Received to Date: $5,446,231.05 (74% of

total pledged)
• Fulfillment Benchmark: 43% of participants

(513 families/individuals) have fully completed
their pledge payments!

• Remaining Balance to Collect: $1,935,249.43

Current Performance Summary
To date, we have successfully collected
$5,446,231.05 in actual redemptions. This
strongly exceeds our cumulative projected
baseline of $4,625,000.00 for this period. Driven
heavily by accelerated early giving in FY 24 and
steady contributions through FY 25, our actual
redemptions are currently performing at 117.8% of
our initial milestone forecast.

• With 7 men being ordained, this Mass is likely to be very full (which we understand
here)!

• Be ready to struggle with parking and seating—and that’s a0er you brave the summer
crowds on I-95 North! Last year your priests arrived 30 minutes early and were the .rst
car turned away from the parking lot! (Hence, why we have to change the Mass time and
cancel Confessions this Saturday morning).

• Be ready for Mass to begin earlier than the posted 11:00 am. Bishop Burbidge likes to
reverence the altar on time, which means the procession will start 15 to 20 minutes before
the scheduled start of Mass. Sometimes that means Mass starts early!

• Be ready to be inspired by the beautiful celebration of the gi0 of the priesthood!

But of course, keep the priests in your prayers, even if you don’t brave the crowds!

Schedule NOTE: Because of the ordination next Saturday,
there will be NO Confessions and the morning Mass will be at 8am!!
