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Divine Mercy Adoration Chapel Update:
In partnership with Lynchburg Glass, we are finalizing
designs for the four stained-glass scenes: The Woman
Caught in Adultery, Doubting Thomas, The Crucifixion,
and The Death of St. Joseph. These should be sent to the
Bishop for approval in a month or so. After the Adoring
Angel window is completed, these four scenes will be
moved into production. We will then focus on the design
for the windows dedicated to Saints.

Reflection: The Death of St. Joseph
Our Adoration Chapel will feature a stunning window
depicting The Death of St. Joseph, the Patron of a Happy
Death. The art captures Joseph breathing his last, held
tenderly by Jesus while Mary kneels in prayer.

Catholic tradition, recorded by the mystic Venerable
Mary of Agreda, offers a beautiful glimpse into this holy
moment:

• The Nine-Day Vigil: Joseph spent his final days in
the uninterrupted, comforting company of Jesus and
Mary, sustained by angelic music.

• The Last Words: Looking at Jesus, Joseph whispered:
"My Lord and my God... I give Thee my heartfelt
thanks for having chosen me to be the husband of
Thy Mother!”

• The Savior's Blessing: Jesus lovingly replied: "My
father, rest in peace and in the grace of My eternal
Father..."

A Promise of Divine Mercy
This peaceful passing mirrors the beautiful promise
Jesus gave to St. Faustina:

"When this chaplet is said by the bedside of the dying, I will stand between My Father and the
dying person, not as the just Judge but as the merciful Savior."

Just as Jesus held Saint Joseph, He promises to be a merciful Intercessor for us in our final hour.

St. Joseph, pray for us. Jesus, I trust in You.
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Jesus is the answer.
In the Blessed Sacrament, He has given Himself to us
in a manner where He will never, ever run away from
us. �e answer you seek won’t be found in the back
pat or a+rmation from a fried. It can only be found by
,nding Him.

For this reason, I value above all, in times of distress,
sitting with Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament.

And if you ask to talk to me about some problem in
your life, don’t be surprised if I insist that I won’t meet
with you until you have spent an hour in adoration
sitting with Jesus.

I have nothing to give you other than Him.
