Divine Mercy Adoration Chapel Update: The Beauty of Patient Waiting
As the heat of summer settles in, the rhythm of life naturally shifts into a slower, more deliberate
pace. In our modern world, we often rush from one milestone to the next, but our faith reminds
us that summer is a reflection of "Ordinary Time"—a season meant for steady, hidden growth,
rest, and patient trust in God’s perfect timing.

Our Divine Mercy Adoration Chapel project is
mirroring this gentle summer pace.

Many of you have enjoyed seeing the artistic
designs for the first two scenes of our four
custom stained-glass windows. Currently,
our artisans are working diligently behind
the scenes to revise, refine, and perfect the
designs for the remaining two scenes. Because
this sacred art will inspire generations of
worshippers, we want to ensure every detail
perfectly captures the beauty of its spiritual
message before we share it with the parish.
Similarly, the creation of our Adoring Angels
stained-glass windows is making quiet, steady
progress. It is a meticulous, slow craft. This
master blueprint phase layout highlights the
intricate, piece-by-piece assembly process
where every section is coded for specific glass
types. The pieces currently appear much
darker because they are lying flat on an opaque
workbench without any backlighting to bring
out their true, vibrant colors.

In her Diary, St. Faustina herself reflected deeply on the spiritual value of these slow, hidden
moments. When she anxiously awaited progress on the works Jesus asked of her, she
surrendered her timeline to His, writing:

"But God in all His designs is sweet and unfathomable... Let every soul trust in the Lord and
not seek its own realization, because God has His own time for everything." (Diary, 1152)

Like the deep roots growing silently beneath the summer soil, a lack of visible noise does not
mean a lack of progress. Sometimes, the Lord's building requires us to wait in joyful anticipation,
trusting that He is working beautifully behind the scenes.

Thank you for your continued prayers, patience, and generosity as we slow down this summer to
ensure our new sacred space is built with the utmost care and reverence.

INTRODUCING...

STARE is the St. Thorlak Adaptive Religious Education program,
a new Religious Education ministry of St. Mary of the Immaculate
Conception Church. STARE is designed for students with diverse,
diagnosed learning or physical disabilities whose spiritual and
religious educational needs are not able to be met through
traditional Religious Education and SPRED (Special Religious
Education) classes.

The STARE Motto is: In Silencio Sapientia (“In Silence is Wisdom”).
This principle acknowledges that, for many students with ASD-1,
Down Syndrome, and other neuro-processing conditions, wisdom
and intelligence are often internal and deep, even if not always
expressed through traditional social or verbal channels.

STARE seeks to transform “silence” from a perceived deficit into a sacred space for reflection, catechesis,
and divine connection. We believe every student deserves to experience the fulness of the Catholic faith
through consistent, meaningful faith formation and adaptive teaching methods that respect their love of
God.

STARE implements an adapted version of Christ Our Life, the curriculum used by the regular Religious
Education program of the parish. STARE also uses tactile, concrete learning tools to prepare students for
the reception of the Sacraments of Initiation on an individualized timetable.

Students in elementary through high school are
welcome to enroll in STARE. However, STARE is
limited to students who are verbal and demonstrate
independence in their personal care needs. STARE will
meet on Tuesday nights from 6-7:15pm at the HCA
campus starting in September.
